Dear Parents/Carers,
I am writing to share some additional information for September.

In order to meet DfE requirements for the 32.5 hour school week we need to increase the length of our 
school day. From September our school day will start at 8.40am. The gates will open at 8.30am and 
children can go straight into class. Staff will be in classrooms at 8.30am. The gates will close promptly at 
8.40am when registration starts and any children arriving after this time will need to go through the front 
office. Registers will close at 8.55am and any children arriving after this time will be marked as late.

The gates 
will open at 3.05pm and parents will be asked to come through the gates and wait outside the 
grass/playground nearest to your child's classroom until your child is released by their teacher.

Children who are in Year 5 and 6 do have the option to walk home alone 
but parental consent will need to be gained in writing.
